N it began and grew 

Festivals of one-act plays for English -speaking amateur theatre groups are, of course, well established i n  the 
United Kingdom and other countries. But nothing similar for English -,speaking groups e-xisted on the 

Continent until 1975 when the Anglo-American Theatre Group (M TG)fiist promoted the idea. 
Their originalproposal was to establish the Festival as an annual event in The Hague, beginning i n  1976. As 

that was the year of the British W-eekin Rotterdam, however, i t  was decided with the support of the 
organisers there to make i t  part of the festivities. 

It was a modest festival of two nigh ts in the Rotterdamse Schou wburg. Six plays were presen ted by- groups 
from Benelux countries and the Federal Republic of Germany. First place W-as awarded by- the adjudicator, 
Adrian Brine, well known in the Netherlands as a director, to the English Comedy- Club 'S presen tatior~ of 

'Yfter Magritte" b y  Tom Stoppard. 
The experience gainedin running the Festival made i t  clear that the annual responsibility of i t s  organisation 

was beyond the resources of a single group; thus i t  was rotated among the well-placed major cities of the 
Benelux. 

In 1978 the British American Theatrical Society (BATS) of Antwerp undertook to run the Festival. A loosely- 
organked committee that included the AA TG, BATS and the English Comedy Club of Brussels was formed to 

ensure the continuation of the event under the title 'FEATS". 
The success of the 1978 FEATS in Antw-erp confirmed the increasing view that i t  should become a permanent 
event, In three nights seven plays were presented, again by- groups from Benelux countries and the Federal 

Republic of Germany-. Adjudicator WiLLiam L ucas, Chairman of the British Theatrical Association, a warded 
first prize to the English Comedy Club 's 'Double Double" b y  James Saunders. 

Brussels was the venue in 1979 and the ECC the hosts. Nine plays were presented i n  a three-da5- event as part 
of the city's l000 years celebrations. The standard was very high and a true ,spirit of competition evident. 

An thon y Cornish, now Director of Drama for London 's Capital Radio, adjudged the New World Theatre Club 
from Luxembourg winners this time for their performance of 'Yn terview-" b y  Jean Cla ude van Itallie. 

The L uxembourg group joined the three founder groups in taking on responsibility for the 1980 FEATS. Again 
nine plays were presen ted over three nights, Switzerland being represented among the participan ts for Ih e 

first time. With Anthony Cornish again adjudicating and the standard higher than ever before, the first prize 
w-as won by- the Kent Players from Germany for their production of Act III of R C Sheriff's '7ourney-S End': 
Last year the English Comedy Club returned to wjnning ways wMih theirpresentation of "Miss in her Teens':

The formal creation of the FEATS Steering Committee has now strengthened the Festival's organisation wjth 
the purpose of securing its future. Drawn from the four hosting groups, the Committee at presen t consists of

Robertson, BA TS. 

Every y-ear twen ty-eigh t English -speala'ng groups on the Continent, based anywhere betw-een Stockholm and 
Florence, are invited to participate i n  the Festival.

Anthony Cornish B.A., is a theatre director of 
international standing and reputation as well as a 
lecturer and adjudicator for some 20 \-ears. 

His connections ~ j i t h  theatre began shortlv 
after the Second IVorld 11-ar when he \\-odd have 
described himself as an "enthusiastic amateur 
actor". This blossomed into reperton-, in 1955, when 
in addition to acting and stage management, he also 
made his directorial debut in England at the King's 
Theatre at Gainsborough, Lincolnshire. 

A short period on the London stage W-as 
followed, in 1959, bv a three- ear appointment as 
Artistic Director of Chesterfield's Civic Theatre. 

In 1964 Anthonv Cornish mox-ed to the BBC to 
begin a ten-year term as a directorlproducer of 
radio and television plavs. During this period he 
also taught acting and directing at Tufts Universitv 
in Massachusetts, USA, as .Artist in Residence and, 
for seven years was Director of the Tufts CniversiQ 
London Program. At the same time he directed free- 
lance at repertory theatres in Birmingham, Eng- 
land, and Michigan, USA, and was director, too, 
of "Games" by Andrew Cruikshank at the 1975 
Edinburgh International Festival. 

For two years, in 1974, he took up the appoint- 
ment of Literary and Production Manager at 
Leicester's Haymarket Theatre, before embarking 

on fdl-time directorship of a series of major productions which has taken him, to this present da~-,  to ~ o n d o i  
Richmond and Bristol, and major cities in America. 

In 1980 Anthony Cornish was appointed Drama Supervisor for Capital Radio in London. This year, in 
February, he came to continental Europe for the first time in a professional capacity, to direct Chekhov's 
"Uncle Vanya" in Geneva.

The BATS - Antw-erp's English-speaking 
Theatre Club 

This year BATS celebrates its 26th anniversary. In 1956 a small band of eight people broke away from a local 
theatrical group and set up their own society. Their aim was to present English-language plays to the 

Antwerp public at as low a cost as possible. The money for their first (admission-free) performance was 
raised partly by going around the Antwerp cafes putting on sketches and singing local dialect songs in 

excruciating accents. The club's activities have always been entirely self-supporting, and over the years 
BATS have prospered. Each season they present three plays and a Christmas pantomine and a lively social 
life centres around "The Belfry", an old warehouse which, in keeping with the original aim of operating at 

minimum cost, was converted by club members into rehearsal space, storage facilities and workshops 
where the BATS build and paint all their own decors. 

Recent productions include : "Wild Oats" by John O'Keefe, "Black Comedy" by Peter Shaffer, 'Suddenly at 
Home" by Francis Durbridge and "Frankenstein" by Tim Kelly. 

This year BATS are devoting their talents to organising FEATS '82 and are therefore not competing.

THE PLAY 

Having decided that this year's FEATS entry would be Chekhov's Jubilee, the ECC went in search of a good translation. 
Since most English versions of Chekhov's plays are the work of Russian linguists, and the text is more often concerned 
with the accuracy of the translation than its 'playability', the Comedy Club made its own new version. Unfortunately, 
it ran less than the minimum time required for the Festival. Rather than try to amend the tightly written work of a 
master, it was decided to jettison the original, except for its story line, which was then used as the basis for a new play. 
The result, set not in Kharkov, 1892, but in Croydon, 1982, is The Crystal Anniversary. 

THE THEATRE COMPANY 

The English Comedy Club is probably the oldest established continental English amateur dramatic group, having been 
founded in 1909. There are indications, however, that English drama was performed in Brussels as long ago as 1860. 
Current membership is around 250. In addition to four main productions each season, the Club is involved in 
numerous cabarets, music-halls and workshops. The ECC has taken part in FEATS since its inception, and currently 
has a record of three wins (including last year) and a second place.

THE PLAY 

Alan Strang has "blinded eight horses with a metal spike". Peter Shaffer's Equus,written in 1973, is a psychological 
study of the reasons behind this adolescent boy's act of sudden violence. In delving deep into the psyche of Alan to 
discover the roots of his crime, his psychiatrist, Martin Dysart, is obliged to examine himself and his own profession, 
especially as he begins to realise that by curing Alan of his illness, he will also rob him of his passion and his belief, 
qualities which Dysart himself sorely lacks. 



Thus the plot of the play is really a double one: as much an examination of Dr. Dysart's secret fears and anxieties as an 
exploration of Alan's childhood and relationship to his mother and domineering father. In the second act of the play, 
Dysart's analysis of Alan reaches its climax as he forces the boy, first to relive a date with Jill, a girl who works in the 
stables, and then to re-enact his crime. In its extraordinary conclusion, the play is revealed as more than a detective 
story or psychological case history; it is an investigation into the roots of ritual and worship ultimately questioning the 
meaning of what is considered "normal" in modern society. 

THE THEATRE COMPANY 
The Leiden English-Speaking Theatre was founded in 1975 by Dr Henry Schvey in conjunction with students from the 
English Department of Leiden University. Productions in recent years have been Wilder's Our Town, Rattigan's 
Separate Tables, Pinter's A Night Out and The Lover. In 1980 LEST'S production of Shakespeare's Much Ado 
about Nothing toured the Netherlands and was also enthusiastically received at the universities of Oxford and 
Salford. The two actors in Albee's The Zoo Story, part of a double-bill commissioned by The Netherlands Institute for 
Advanced Studies, shared the prize for Best Male Actor at last year's FEATS festival. This year's entry was first 
performed in Leiden in May 1982. At the invitation of the U.S. Embassy, LEST will produce Michael Christofer's The 
Shadow Box in November as part of the Netherlands-American Bi-centennial celebration.

Although each production is currently seen by about 3,000 people over a two-week period, 
the demand for tickets well exceeds supply. The ~u,sverkauft/Sold out notices go up within hours of the box office 
opening, There are over 100 members, 55 % of whom are British, 35 % German and the rest spread over a wide range of 
nationalities.

THE PLAY 

The Singer  was first seen in English in London in 1907, produced by the Stage Society. Although it is a farce, it is far 
from the elegant watchmaking of Fcydcau and is much closer to our contemporary Alan Ayckhounl. Wedekind's target 
is romanticism: with thc relentless logic of farce, he pursues the effect of allowing it to become an obsession. 'The 
romance thought to surround success is stripped away by the unyielding irony of an opera star attenlptirlg to pursue 
his profcssional life in the facc of an onslaught of romantic egotists. 

THE THEATRE COMPANY 

The AATG celebrates its 31st anniversary in 1982 and has 53 productions to its credit. 1981 was a very successful year in 
which the group was awarded first prize in the CHAT competition for three-act plays in 'The Hague for its production of 
S i x  Characters in Search  of an Author; the producer, Norman Longdon, was awarded the prize for best director. 
The AATG was host to FEATS 81. Its rnenlbcrship is open to all English-speaking people and the present 180 menlbcrs 
include many Dutch and other nationalities.

THE PLAY 
At the start of this play, Eddie Carbone is fully a man of his time. He loves his family and is loved by them; he works on 
the New York piers and is liked by his fellow workers; he is proud of his place in the community. The arrival of the 
Italian immigrant cousins brings dangerous undercurrents to the surface, gradually forcing Eddie to confront a 
shattering truth about himself. It is his inability to compromise with that truth - to "settle for half", in Alfieri's words - 
that drives the drama forward to its climax. From being at one with the conventions of his time, Eddie finds himself 
locked in conflict with them, and that story is itself timeless. 

THE THEATRE COMPANY 
The 1982 season is the fourteenth in the history of the ATC. The company was founded by two expatriate Americans - 
both with wide professional experience in the USA - with the declared aim of "contributing to the cultural life of 
Brussels by offering good quality theatre". In the years that followed they made good that promise with highly 
successful productions of such major American plays as Who's afraid of Virginia Woolf ?, Cat o n  a Hot Tin 
Roof, Streetcar Named  Desire, The Odd Couple, and many others. The current season has seen 
enthusiastically received productions of Kiss Me Kate, A View from the Bridge, and Play it  Again, S a m .  The 
company also organizes drama courses to bring on new talent and puts on Caf6 Theatre productions in the ATC 
Warehouse, a long way "Off-Broadway"!

The Earl of Verulam's Men began when Dutch teachers of English expressed an interest in using theatre to foster an 
interest in the language among their pupils. The first production, David Compton's The Lunatic View, was cast 
entirely from Dutch Teachers, student teachers and even a retired teacher. Since that beginning, late in 1979, EVM have 
presented a number of plays in theatres and schools, ranging from Habeas  Corpus to a reconstruction of the 1381 
Peasant' Revolt. Sometimes the work presented has been created in their own Actors' Workshop. Each entry for the 
Stichting Federatie Haags Amateurtoneel's annual competition been rewarded with third place.
