Frankfurt English Speaking Theatre e.V.* has the pleasure of welcoming
you to this charming town, maybe for the second or even third time, for
the international FEATS Festival. Over the four days of this year's event
we will be entertained by twelve one-act plays presented by English lan-
guage theatre groups from around Europe. We are delighted to welcome
teams from as near and far as Stockholm and Stuttgart, Ghent and
Geneva.

Did I say teams? Yes, apart from being an enjoyable theatrical experience
for the audience, behind the scenes FEATS is also a competition between
the participating groups to see who can put on the best production. This
is judged by an independent adjudicator sitting at the rear of the audito-
rium. He or she is a member of GODA, the Guild of Drama Adjudicators in England, and works to an agreed
marking scheme to ensure consistency. Having already adjudicated at many major UK mainland festivals, we
are very pleased to welcome Rex Walford (pictured above) who is making his debut at FEATS. We look for-
ward to hearing his critique each evening after the last performance, and hope that he enjoys being here so
much that he will want to be invited back to future festivals!

Rex Walford has just completed a three-year term as Chair of the Guild of Drama Adjudicators. His involve-
ment with both amateur and professional theatre stretches over forty years, and he has adjudicated many major
competitions including the NDFA British Isles All-Winners Final in 1998. He holds an MA in Speech from
Northwestern University, Evanston, Illinois, one of the USA's leading drama schools, and other degrees from
the London School of Economics, Kings College London, and Cambridge University. He was Head of the
Cambridge University Department of Education 1992 -1995 and is a Fellow of Wolfson College, Cambridge.

He has produced almost a hundred plays and musicals, and directed a dramatisation of the whole of the New
Testament (over eleven nights) to mark the Millennium. His most recent directing projects have been two new
plays with professional casts, premiered at the London Theatre Museum Theatre, and "The Revue of Revues'
scen at Cambridge in October 2002. He has written extensively on the educational use of role-play and sim-
ulation exercises. His nine pantomime scripts (written with Iris Lloyd) are performed widely in the UK and
elsewhere and he has also written and directed shows about the lives of Dorothy L Sayers and Amy Johnson,
which have played with success at the Edinburgh Festival Fringe. He frequently leads courses and day work-
shops on theatre topics, and is currently a non-executive director of Anglia Television.

We look forward to an enlightening adjudication from Rex each evening, so please remain in your seats after
the third play. But before you sit back and immerse yourself in the variety that English-language theatre offers
you this evening, and so that our enjoyment is uninterrupted, please now turn off your mobile 'phone, palm
or PDA, bleeping watch and anything else that is likely to make you the most unpopular person in the audi-
torium! Enjoy our Festival!
